On August 28, 2006 the door of Campus Ministry opened, but that is not the whole story.  

My wife and I came to the Philippines to share the gospel to a lost and dying nation. 

Without knowing the language, customs, culture nor having any personal contacts or                

organizations we came to Bohol, knowing God had great plans. God is faithful, just as He 

was faithful to Abraham, who followed not knowing the destination and yet God        

provided. Our destination led us to a pioneering work in the field of college students.   

 

As new missionaries we experienced that everyone here claims to know Jesus.  The best 

way we found to reach the souls of Bohol  is one person at a time, expounding the     

scriptures to enlighten their hearts.  Many souls have come to know the Lord this way as 

their personal Savior and in addition we nurture the spiritual lives of the new believers.  

Through this we hope, the next generation will usher the Filipino’s into an age of          

Born-again Christianity and to turn from the idols that they have worshipped for          

generations.  

 

We are now an established Christian Campus Ministry but we had very humble              

beginnings.  We opened as a Christian student center to reach out to University students.  

It is very difficult to convince young adults to enter an empty office and join an             

organization they have never heard of.  Eventually, we did meet a few students           

interested in what we had to offer. These fruits resulted from the labor of 12 hour days, 

countless distribution of gospel tracts and 3 to 5 Bible studies per day. 

 

In time, our student center grew to be full of eager students wanting to hear the Word of 

God.  Three years later, we have become an accredited Campus organization inside 

the University of Bohol.  This gives us the opportunity and ability to reach beyond our    

office and minister to the youth in classrooms and social centers.   

 

Today, we are a dual High School and College Christian Campus Ministry reaching 

young students in Bohol with the Gospel.
