 Decemberõs  Youth  Conference

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A major stumbling block for  immature Christians is a place of burial. This island is so very 

traditional in the Catholic ways that it is impossible for a non -Catholic to be buried in 

any public cemetery. Unless a Christian family renounces their born again faith their  

deceased loved ones will be refused for proper burial.  This is a common tactic the 

Catholic church uses to suede new Christian believers to leave their new faith in Christ 

and once again return to mass.  

 

With the closure of the government owned cemetery in Tagbilaran City, this problem 

became extremely pronounced. Buying a single plot for burial in a private cemetery is 

very difficult for the average Filipino family because of the high price. In a private 

cemetery it costs $250 to $350 per single plot, please know a Filipinoõs monthly income 

is no more than $150.  

 

As you may know weõve been praying about this problem for years. Weõve really felt a 

burden to buy a lot of land and begin the legacy of a Christian cemetery. Sadly, the 

high cost of land prohibited us from moving forward in this venture but Godõs timing is 

sperfect. Last week, a 

swoman approached    

sPastor Jun and offered to 

ssell her land for a            

ssurprisingly low price. The 

sland she offered is         

slocated in -front of a 

scatholic cemetery and 

sbeside another private 

scemetery in Albur. The size 

sof the lot is 14,530 square 

sfeet which is a very good 

sarea to begin with.

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Though this is the door we have been waiting for 

we are not shouldering it all alone. We have 

partnered with Pastor Jun and two other         

patriarch pastors in the island of Bohol. Men of 

like faith and grounded in the word of God they 

share our burden to release the grip the    

Catholic church holds on the people of Bohol.   

 

The two pastors (Pastor Jerry and Pastor Rene) 

were able to raise $700 each for the land to be 

purchased and we were able to provide the 

remaining.  Now, we are fellow labors together to establish and operate this blessing. What an 

awesome privilege it is to start the first Christian Cemetery in Bohol.   

 

We have a tremendous amount of work to do as we prepare this land for it purpose.  Although, 

we are four ministries working together we are in need of funds to get started. We will need     

material to lay concrete, build an adequate chapel, equipment to maintain the grounds as well 

as all the proper zoning and permits the government will require of us.
